Kanga Questions

Answer these questions based on the journals and drawings you have seen.

1. How are the two kangaroos different? (Hint: look at the kangaroos themselves as well as any other features of the drawings)

2. One of the kangaroo drawings was done by someone who never visited Australia. Just by looking at the drawings which one do you think it is, and why?

3. Why did neither artist take a photo of a kangaroo?

4. Kangaroo is an Aboriginal word. List five other animals with Aboriginal names. (Hint: you could look up a book or website to find some Australian animals)

5. What did Hunter compare the taste of kangaroo with?

6. In a journal, writers often abbreviate words so they can record their thoughts faster. Bowes Smyth abbreviates some words in his journal. Can you think of a modern form of communicating where we use shorter versions of words to save time? (Hint: you may have one of these in your pocket and use it to send messages to your friends)

7. Which words is Bowes Smyth abbreviating in these four examples: wt. brot, wh and Spts?

8. Choose an Australian animal (but don’t tell anyone). Describe the animal in two or three sentences. Now read out your description to your class. Can they guess what animal you’re describing?
